I also realised that
traditional techniques such as XRF are needed to
compare and confirm results."  

Elena Shepeleva (Moscow, Russia) pictured above
right with IAG Secretary Jenny Cook, presented her
work on multi−elemental analysis of varied types of
environmental samples from the vicinity of thermal
power stations using arc discharge AES. She thought
"the picturesque Abbey made the conference enjoyable
and unforgettable and found the session on reference
materials for in situ analyses most interesting and
useful for me in Geoanalysis 2000".
